New Life International staff member Bill Farrar recently trav-

eled to Burkina Faso, one of the poorest countries in the world, 

located in Western Africa just north of the Ivory Coast, Ghana, 

Togo and Benin.  The country is completely landlocked and 

has to have everything imported.  The primary export is cotton 

as there are no significant minerals.  Sixty percent of the coun-

try of Burkina Faso is Muslim and less than 20 percent Chris-

tian.  

In early March, the Lord placed all of the pieces together for 

New Life to be able to send Bill to take ten complete New Life 

International water purification systems over to Ouagadougou, 

Burkina Fasoôs capital city.   Meeting him at the airport was

Rev. Sundayôs  connection to New Life has evolved from his 

several weeks of  training in water purification at  New Life 

to now being a New Life International Representative in 

Burkina Faso where he and his family have been working 

several years in this desperately needy country. 

The first three days in Ouagadougou were spent getting the 

totes which contained water purifier systems, filters and 

pumps out of customs and finding a supplier to purchase 

water tanks and batteries.  Burkina Faso is unbelievably hot , 

dry  and dusty !!!  But the people are so friendly and courte-

ous.  The women wear beautiful long dresses with matching 

head coverings  much of the time even when working around 

the home, shopping or cooking.  Out of respect for one an-

other, children are the only ones you see wearing shorts .   

Shorts would have been nice to wear as the temperature 

rises daily to 125 degrees F!  Bill had never consumed so 

much water in his life.  The reality of clean drinkable water 

became an issue to this New Life staffer as he tried to stay 

hydrated in the dreadful heat.  

Bill and Reverend Sun-

day were  able to install 

two purifier systems in 

the remote villages of 

Titao and Ban located 

about three and five 

hours away from Oua-

gadougou.  Both areas 

are located in the high 

desert region of Burkina Faso and constantly have sands and 

dust blowing in from the Sahara desert.  Reverend Sunday 

and Bill installed both purifier systems near existing wells 

and boreholes that were used to supply water for both vil-

lages.  A new quick disconnect system was used enabling the 

governing officials in the village to disconnect the purifier 

from the tanks and lock them in a secure location.  The solar 

panels worked beautifully in the hot desert sun keeping the 

12 volt batteries charged 

Every time a purifier was installed,  there was a large audi-

ence watching everything,   Most exciting was the opportu-

nity to share the gospel.  Reverend Sunday translated for Bill 

as he shared about the Living Water; Jesus Christ alone is 

the solution to our spiritual thirst.  This Good News was re-

ceived as thankfully as  safe water refreshes the body.  Praise 

be to God!

Terry Bivens-Fry a staff member of New Life International, 

along with Matt Oakley, New Albany Rotary Club and Ken 

Stone, the New Life Ambassador from California, traveled to 

Chihuahua Mexico in February to take 4 complete New Life wa-

ter purification systems to help four Tarahumara Indian com-

munities.  Rotarians from 3 different countries came together in 

Creel Mexico to work with the Coordinador Estaltal De La Tara-

humara in the State of Chihuahua Mexico for the Tarahumara 

Indian communities on water purification and other related 

community development activities.  The four clubs that gath-

ered together in Mexico were Campbellford Rotary Club, Can-

ada,  New Albany and Clarksville Clubs, USA, and the Campes-

try Rotary Club, Chihuahua Mexico. 

New Life Interna-

tional acted as the 

coordinator between 

the Campestry Rotary 

Club and ten clubs 

from District 6580 in 

this water project.  

The Mexico club and 

the District 6580 ten 

clubs had applied for 

a RI matching grant 

which was granted in 

the fall of 2007.  The 

four complete water 

purification systems for 

the Tarahumara Indian community clinics in the remote Sierra 

Madre Mountains Mexico will be installed and up and running 

within  the next 6 months.  These purification systems will sig-

nificantly reduce all water borne diseases in four different com-

munities thanks to Rotarians stepping up and putting service 

above self.

New Life International and the survivors of the flooded vil-

lage of Las Porfias in the area of Centla, Tabasco, Mexico 

would like to thank all those who gave generous donations 

to install a complete water purification system several 

months ago.   

Because of the disastrous flooding in the Southwestern part 

of Mexico in the states of Tabasco and Chiapas in early No-

vember, many communities needed safe drinking water.   

The community of Las Porfies had a well prior to the flood-

ing but it was contaminated and had never been used for 

drinking water. The complete water purification system was 

installed at Ebenezer Church under the direction of Pastor 

Roberth Gallegos Perez, and Bill Farrar, a New Life Staff 

member.   

After the installation of the 

water purification system, the 

people in the community 

formed a prayer circle with 

the children on the inside, 

and the adults and the 7 

members of the flood disaster 

relief team from the USA on 

the outside of the circle.  They 

were praising God for the safe 

drinking water.  During the 

prayer time someone said that 

although the flooding was 

really bad, had it not been for 

the flooding they would still  be drinking contaminated 

water.   

Thanks be to God for the faithful donors who give so that 

people around the world can have safe drinking water.
